The 
displays include coins, banknotes, postage 
stamps, illustrations, medals, models, machinery 
and minting and printing tools.  The origin of 
the museum’s collection lies in the drawings, 
engravings, books, coins and medals gathered 
together by Tomás Francisco Prieto, Master 
Engraver of the Mints under Carlos III, for use in 
training his students.
